                LICENSE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made this 28th day of December, 2020 by and between CRYSTAL RUN GALLERIA LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, with principal offices at The Clinton Exchange, 4 Clinton Square, Syracuse, New York 13202 (“LICENSOR”) and New York Blood Center a Business with residence or principal place of business 525 Executive Blvd., Elmsford, NY 10523; PHONE: (914) 450-2937 (“LICENSEE”).

Licensor hereby grants a revocable License (the “LICENSE”) to Licensee, and Licensee hereby accepts this revocable License from Licensor on the terms and conditions specified herein.  Licensee recognizes and agrees that the Licensor is granting Licensee a revocable License only; not a leasehold interest or other estate in real property. Licensee recognizes that the Licensee does not have exclusive possession of the Premises (as hereinafter defined). The Licensee remains on the Premises subject to the terms of this License and under no circumstances is the Licensee to be considered a tenant or having any other interest or estate in the Premises or Shopping Center where the Premises is located (as hereinafter defined).  
1. 
LOCATION: This License shall permit Licensee access to Space No. C207 (the “Premises”) in the Shopping Center commonly known as The Galleria at Crystal Run (the "Shopping Center") located in Orange County, New York. The Premises are shown on attached plan (Exhibit A), limited to 5456 square feet, or such other substitute premises as may be selected by Licensor pursuant to Paragraph 11 of this License.
a. For RMU’s, Push Carts and Kiosks, all merchandise must be contained on the unit.  No additional fixtures, displays, boxes or merchandise are allowed on the floor, under, around or on top of the unit.


b.
For all locations Licensee must have professional signage (pre-approved by mall management) prior to both the Commencement Date (as herein after defined) and opening the Premises for business with the public (see Exhibit “C” for Inline store specifications).

2.
PREMISES:  Licensee has examined the Premises prior to entering into this License and Licensee accepts the Premises in its “As-Is” condition.  Any alterations to the Premises will be at the Licensee’s sole expense and must have Licensor’s prior written approval and consent.  
3.
TERM:  The Term of this License shall commence on January 25, 2021 (the “Commencement Date”) and shall expire on November 28, 2020 (the “Expiration Date”), unless revoked earlier by Licensor as set forth in this License.
      a.  
Licensee’s set-up shall take place before mall hours on the Commencement Date (or after mall hours on the evening preceding Commencement Date), and 

b.
Licensee shall vacate the Premises after mall hours on the Expiration or Revocation Date.

4. 
USE:  Licensee is hereby granted a License to occupy and use the Premises and Licensor provided services, including without limitation, electrical power (unless separately metered), solely for the following purpose(s) and for no other purpose(s) whatsoever: Blood Drive to take place on the following date: 1/25/2021.  All displays must meet New York State and local Fire and Building Codes, such as non-combustible materials.  Anyone in violation will be asked to vacate the premises.  Anyone in violation of the fire codes of The Galleria at Crystal Run will be responsible for payment of such fines.  All subject to mall management approval.  Licensee shall not sell any counterfeit or “gray market” good/products at the Premises, and Licensee hereby represents that it has no intention of selling such goods/products.
5.
FIXED LICENSE FEES:  Licensee shall pay to Licensor the Fixed License Fees for the periods and under the terms and conditions set forth on Schedule I, Part A.

6.
a.
ADDITIONAL LICENSING FEE:  In addition to the Fixed Monthly License Fee, Licensee shall pay to Licensor an Additional Percentage License Fee based upon a percentage of Licensee’s gross sales (including sales taxes) from the Premises that exceeds the amount as set forth on Part B of Schedule I (“Breakpoint”).  

b. SALES REPORTS:  During the term of this License, Licensee shall deliver to the Shopping Center management office five (5) days from the end of the previous month or term a statement setting forth Licensee’s total gross sales (including all taxes) for the immediately preceding month.  During the Holiday Term sales are to be submitted weekly.
c. AUDIT:  Licensor reserves the right to audit the Licensee’s sales reports pursuant to the Rules and Regulations (Exhibit B).
7.
OPERATION:  Licensee shall at all times operate its business in the Premises at the times and in the manner specified by Licensor and in accordance with the Rules and Regulations attached hereto as Exhibit B and Inline Store Specifications attached hereto as Exhibit C, Exhibits B&C are hereby incorporated by reference as if fully set forth herein.  The Rules and Regulations may be amended, in the Licensor’s sole discretion, from time to time.   

8.

PAYMENT METHOD:  All payments required to be made under this License must be received by Licensor on or before the date stated in this agreement.  All payments shall be made payable to the Licensor identified on page 1 of this Agreement.  Payment shall be in the form of a CERTIFIED CHECK OR MONEY ORDER. In the event any check is returned by the bank for any reason whatsoever, a $250.00 processing fee is applicable for each and every instance.
9.
INSURANCE:  Licensee shall, at all times during the term of this License, maintain insurance coverage as follows:

a. Commercial General Liability policy with the following limits:

General Aggregate - $1,000,000

Products – Completed Operations Aggregate - $1,000,000

Each Occurrence - $1,000,000

Personal & Advertising Injury - $1,000,000

Fire Damage - $100,000

Medical Expense - $10,000 


Coverage shall include a “per location aggregate” endorsement and name Licensor and Pyramid Management Group, LLC. as Additional Insureds.

b. Commercial Automobile Liability policy with a combined single limit of $1,000,000.  Coverage must provide coverage for “Any Auto”, “Hired Autos” and “Non-Owned” Autos.  Policy must name Licensor and Pyramid Management Group, LLC. as Additional Insureds.

c. Excess Liability / Commercial Umbrella policy with $1,000,000 Aggregate limit and $1,000,000 Occurrence limit.  Policy must name Licensor as Additional Insured. 

d. Workers Compensation policy with the following limits:

E.L. Each Accident - $1,000,000

E.L. Disease – Each Employee - $1,000,000

E.L. Disease – Policy Limit - $1,000,000

 Licensor may require additional insurance coverage depending on the nature of Licensee’s specified use. 

Licensee shall provide Licensor evidence of insurance in the form of a Certificate of Insurance, ACORD 25, which shall specify that coverage shall not be canceled or altered without at least 15 days prior written notice to Licensor.  Such evidence must accompany this License prior to the Commencement Date.

All Policies must be endorsed as primary and all policies must waive rights of subrogation against Licensor and Pyramid Management Group, LLC. All insurance provided pursuant to Paragraph 9 shall be effected under valid and enforceable policies of insurance procured from insurance companies rated at least an A – XII or better by the then current edition of Best’s Insurance Reports published by AM Best Co. and such policy shall expressly contain a contractual endorsement to provide coverage for Licensor's indemnification set forth in Section 10 of this Licensee. 
10.
INDEMNITY:  To the greatest extent allowable under law, Licensee shall indemnify and hold Licensor, its partners, managing agent, agents, and employees harmless from and against all liabilities, claims, obligations, damages, penalties, costs, charges and expenses, including reasonable attorney’s fees, which may arise out of the use and occupancy of the Premises by Licensee, or Licensee’s managing agent, agents, and/or employees.  
11.
RELOCATION:   Licensor may, in its sole discretion, relocate Licensee to another space/premises at the Shopping Center, regardless of size, at any time during the term of this License on 24 hours advance written notice.  If Licensee receives a relocation notice from licensor, Licensee must either relocate to the new premises or vacate the Shopping Center by the date designated by Licensor (the Relocation Date).  If Licensee refuses to accept the new location, the License granted herein shall expire as if by the passage of time, the License shall be deemed revoked, and the Licensee shall vacate the Premises.  If Licensee fails to respond to a relocation notice within 24 hours of receipt, the Licensee shall be deemed to have rejected the relocation space, and this License shall be deemed revoked.  Licensor agrees to refund fees paid to Licensor by Licensee to the extent a refund is required under Paragraph 13, provided the Licensee vacates the Premises by the Relocation Date.
12.
REVOCATION UPON DEFAULT:  If Licensee should default in or otherwise fail to perform any of the obligations set forth in this License, including the Shopping Center Rules and Regulations attached hereto as Exhibit B, and Licensee fails to cure any such default or failure within 24 hours after written notice, then Licensor may revoke this License by delivery of notice to Licensee.  In such event, Licensee shall immediately vacate the Premises.  If Licensee fails to vacate the Premises within 24 hours of the revocation of the License, Licensee specifically agrees that the Licensor may terminate any and all Licensor provided services to the Premises, including, without limitation electrical power.  Licensee hereby agrees to hold the Licensor harmless for any damages incurred by the Licensee as a result of, or relating to, the termination of Licensor provided services (e.g. utilities), including electrical power, following the revocation of the License granted herein.

If this License is revoked by Licensor as the result of a default by Licensee, Licensor shall not be required to refund to Licensee any sums of money previously paid to Licensor pursuant to this License. 

13.
REVOCATION OF THE LICENSE:  Licensor and/or Licensee, in their sole discretion, may revoke this License at any time during the term of this License for any reason, or no reason, upon giving 48 hours advanced written notice to the other party, except the Licensee may not revoke this License during the Holiday Period (as defined in Schedule 1).  In the event of revocation by either party, Licensee shall immediately vacate the Premises.    If Licensee fails to vacate the Premises within 24 hours of the revocation of the License, Licensee specifically agrees that the Licensor may terminate any and all Licensor provided services (e.g. utilities) to the Premises, including, without limitation electrical power.  Licensee hereby agrees to hold the Licensor harmless for any damages incurred by the Licensee as a result of, or relating to, the termination of Licensor provided services, including electrical power following the revocation of the License granted herein.  


If the License is revoked by Licensee pursuant to this Paragraph 13, then Licensor shall refund to Licensee any Fixed License Fee paid in advance by the Licensee on a pro rata basis.  (See Refund Policy in Schedule 1).  In no event, however, will any Fixed License Fee paid for the Holiday Period (See Term defined in Schedule 1) be returned to the Licensee, and the License Fee for the first month is non-refundable.   If the License is revoked by Licensor pursuant to this Paragraph 13, then Licensor shall refund to Licensee any Fixed License Fee paid in advance by the Licensee on a pro rata basis, including the Holiday Fixed Fee.  
14.
ASSIGNMENT:  Licensee may not assign or transfer this License.  The sale or transfer of a controlling interest in Licensee shall be considered for the purpose of this License to be an assignment and shall require Licensor’s prior written consent. 

15.
SUBLICENSE: Licensee may not sublicense any portion of the premises.  

16.
NOTICES:  Any notice required to be given by Licensor to Licensee pursuant to this License or the Laws of the State where the Shopping Center is located, may be given by the Licensor’s agent, Pyramid Management Group, LLC., and shall be hand delivered to the Premises and Licensee hereby designates any employee working for the Licensor in the Premises to be an agent to receive such notice.   If the Premises shall be closed for business to the public, abandoned by the Licensee or no employees are present at the Premises at the time notice is attempted to be given, then notice shall be mailed, via regular mail, or via a nationally recognized overnight courier to Licensee’s address set forth in this License.  Any notice required to be given by Licensee to Licensor shall be sent via United States mail (certified-return receipt) or by overnight courier to the address provided in this License.  Notice shall be deemed to have been given in the case of hand delivery on the day so delivered or if by mail, then the date so mailed.  In the case of notice by overnight courier, notice shall be deemed to have been given on the date of receipt or first attempted delivery.

17. LIMITATION OF RIGHT OF RECOVERY AGAINST LICENSOR:  Licensee agrees to look solely to the estate and property of Licensor in the Shopping Center for the satisfaction of Licensee’s remedies in the event of any default by Licensor of the License.  There shall be no personal liability on the part of Licensor or Licensor’s partners, managing agent, agents, employees or assigns.  The Licensee agrees that the only remedy for the Licensee in the event of any breach of this agreement or other wrongful action by the Licensor is to recover damages for any alleged breach of contract.  The Licensee expressly recognizes that the Licensee has no rights pursuant to the Real Property Actions and Proceedings Law since the Licensee remains on the Premises as a Licensee and not a tenant.  As a Licensee and not a tenant, Licensee recognizes that the Licensee has no right to any injunctive or equitable relief in the event of any default or breach of this License by the Licensor.  In no event, shall the Licensor ever be liable to the Licensee for any indirect or consequential damages in any way for any reason whatsoever.    

18.
COMPLETE AGREEMENT:  This License contains the entire agreement between the parties hereto with respect to the matters contained herein and it may not be changed, altered, modified, limited, terminated, or extended orally or by any agreement between the parties unless such agreement is in writing and signed by the parties hereto.  Licensee acknowledges and agrees that neither Licensor nor any representative of Licensor nor any broker has made any representation to or agreement with Licensee relating to the Premises, this License Agreement or the Shopping Center which is not contained in the express terms of this License Agreement.  Licensee acknowledges and agrees that Licensee's execution and delivery of this License Agreement is based upon Licensee's independent investigation and analysis of the business potential and expenses represented by this License Agreement, and Licensee hereby expressly waives any and all claims or defenses by Licensee against the enforcement of this License which are based upon allegations of representations, projections, estimates, understandings or agreements by Licensor  or Licensor's representative that are not contained in the express terms of this License including, without limitation, representations of the Licensor’s willingness to enter into future licenses or extend the term of the License.

19.
LAW GOVERNING:  This License Agreement, and any dispute concerning this License Agreement, shall be governed by the laws of the state in which the Premises is located, and any dispute concerning an interpretation of any portion of the License Agreement or the conduct of the parties hereunder shall be brought only in the jurisdiction where the Premises is located.  Licensee hereby waives its right to trial by jury in any action or proceeding arising out of, or in any way relating to, this License Agreement or the Premises.  If Licensee breaches this License Agreement, and a legal action or proceeding is required (A) to recover possession of the Premises, or (B) to collect unpaid license fees, Licensee shall be responsible for payment of Licensor’s attorneys’ fees and legal expenses.

EXHIBIT B

RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Should Licensee occupy an inline space during the term of this License, Licensee shall maintain, at Licensee’s sole cost and expense, the routine items of maintenance and/or repair for Licensee’s HVAC systems as are recommended by Licensor.  This includes providing Licensor with a signed HVAC contract with a licensed contractor for a minimum of 4 services in a one year period.  If Licensee is occupying the space for 3 months or less, a one time servicing is required.
2. All loading and unloading of goods shall be done only at such times, in the areas, and through the entrances designated by Licensor.  Loading and unloading of goods through the common area during mall hours is not permitted.

3. Set-up and take-down of all displays, exhibits and merchandise must be done while the Shopping Center is closed.

4. Licensee shall not deface any walls, ceilings, partitions, floors, or any other part of the Premises or Shopping Center without the Licensor’s prior written consent.  No advertising or promotional signs or material and/or decorations may be affixed to any surface of the Premises in any manner without Licensor’s prior written consent.  All signs to be displayed by Licensee must have prior written approval.  Licensor will not consent to hand written signs, signs affixed to storefront glass or columns, and signs referring to store closing or store moving.  
5. The Premises must be kept clean at all times including storefront, signage, glass, floor and fixtures.  For common area Licensees, daily dusting underneath and on top of the unit is mandatory. No eating, drinking or smoking is permitted within the Premises. In addition, for Common Area Licensees, Licensee and Licensee employee shall keep all personal items including, without limitation, outerwear (coats, jackets, sweaters) out of the view of the shopping public.  
 
6. Licensee shall comply with Licensor’s requirements for the storage and disposal of trash.  All trash and cardboard must be bagged and properly disposed of into the designated trash compactor.  Licensee may not use mall trash cans for disposal of trash.

7. Licensee shall continuously operate its business during the mall hours and on the days specified by Licensor, including extended holiday hours and Sundays (where applicable).  For each and every violation, Licensee agrees to pay Licensor $500.00 within 48 hours of written notice by Licensor (payment must be a certified check or money order).  In the event this agreement is for a static display, Licensee will provide and operate a timer switch commensurate to the mall hours.

8. Licensee agrees to maintain the physical appearance of the Premises in neat, clean and in good repair (including replacement of light bulbs) to assure the professional appearance and conduct of its employees at all times, and to maintain its merchandise in a quality such as will tend to maximize its sales and present a quality appearance to the general public.  If, in Licensor’s sole opinion, Licensee’s presentation is not in keeping with the standard of quality and professionalism of the Shopping Center, Licensee shall correct any such defect to Licensor’s satisfaction within twenty-four (24) hours of receipt of such notice thereof.

9. Licensee’s refund policy must be specifically outlined and prominently displayed within the Premises, in accordance with the laws of the state.

10. Licensee shall obtain from any governmental authority all permits necessary to enable Licensee to conduct its business in the   Premises.  Licensee shall comply with all federal, state and local laws, rules, orders, ordinances and regulations of every kind and nature. 
11. Licensee is solely responsible to secure its merchandise and equipment.

12. Inline Premises must be left in a broom-clean condition upon vacating and RMU’s must be returned in the same condition as given (including all shelving, brackets, locks, security tarp, light fixtures, light bulbs and chair).  In the event the premise(s) (including bulkhead/storefront/signage area) are damaged, or not left in broom-clean condition and/or RMU(s) are not returned in the same condition as given (including cost of key replacement or damaged locks), Licensor shall bill Licensee all costs incurred to remedy such condition and shall assess an additional administrative fee of twenty-five percent of the cost. 

13. Licensee and its employees may park only in the areas designated by Licensor.

14. Licensee shall at all times maintain in the Premises sufficient quantities and types of currency to service the needs of Licensee and Licensee’s customers.

15. No lighting device, radio, television, microphone, loudspeaker, megaphone or other similar device which the Licensor determines to be annoying or offensive shall be used in or about the Premises.

16. (If applicable) The maximum amount of watts allotted per kiosk location is 800.  The actual location of Licensee’s kiosk, sign, displays and other permanent or temporary improvements, fixtures or equipment must be approved by Licensor.

17. Licensee shall take all necessary measures to prevent odors from emanating from the Premises.

18. Demonstration of products in the common area in any form whatsoever is strictly prohibited.
19. Sales tactics that involve touching or blocking customers paths and/or solicitation of customers in the Common Areas of the Shopping Centers are strictly prohibited.  Nor shall any sales tactic harass, annoy or alarm any member of the shopping public.   
20. In the State of New York, a Certificate of Authority (shows evidence of a valid sales tax ID number) is required to be submitted to the Licensor before the Licensee is permitted to take possession of space.
21. At its option, Licensor may conduct, at any reasonable time upon seven (7) days’ prior written notice to Licensee, a complete audit of sales reports to be made of the Licensee’s Books and Records (including the books and records of any operator of any other store operated by Licensee at the Shopping Center) for the period covered by any statement required to be furnished by Licensee as set forth in the License Agreement.  In the event such examination discloses that Licensee has understated or overstated Gross Sales by two percent (2%) or more, Licensee agrees to pay to Licensor the additional license fees due, plus the reasonable cost of such examination and audit, plus an eighteen percent (18%) administrative fee, and all future annual statements of Gross Sales shall be certified by an independent certified public accountant.  In the event that such examination or audit discloses that Licensee has understated or overstated Gross Sales by three percent (3%) or more, then, in addition to the foregoing, at Licensor's option, the term of this License shall expire twenty-four (24) hours after Licensee's receipt of a termination notice from Licensor.  Any additional License Fee found to be due and owing to Licensor as a result of any examination or audit shall immediately be due and payable with interest.
EXHIBIT C

INLINE STORE SPECIFICATIONS

A.    Design

Licensee’s sign design shall be coordinated with Licensee’s storefront design, and shall not be installed until design 

is approved by Licensor.  Licensor shall have the right to remove or require the removal of any signs not meeting the Sign Criteria and not expressly approved by Licensor.  The cost of such removal shall be at Licensee’s cost and expense.

Licensee shall submit to Licensor for approval, shop drawings of all proposed signage.  Submittal shall include, 

elevation of storefront with signage completely dimensioned and drawn at a scale of ½” – 1ft. , material sample

board with proposed letter faces, returns, caps, etc., section through letters, fully dimensioned.

Fabrication and installation shall comply with all Federal, State and Local codes; ordinances, rules, regulations

and national electrical codes applicable to respective center.  All signage materials shall be UL rated.

All signage shall be incorporated into Licensee’s design as an integral part of the storefront.

To add individuality, creativity and variety, Licensee is strongly encouraged to incorporate the following recommendations into their design scheme.

1. Signage etched in storefront glazing or mirror.

2. Back painted glass with signage etched and back lit.

3. Exposed neon.

4. Neon graphics.

5. Dimensional graphic signage.

6. Illuminated halo effect letters.

7. Metal letters such as cast bronze, polished brass, polished chrome and stainless steel.



   Plastic laminate will NOT be permitted as a sign material.

B.    Storefront Identity

Licensee’s sign shall be a store identity sign only, and shall be limited to Licensee’s trade name and/or logo.

      C.   Characteristics

   Licensee’s sign and logo shall be as follows:




1)   Dimensional, individual, internal illuminated metal letters and/or logo may not be taller than 18”, unless

         in the opinion of Licensor a larger size would be preferable.  Maximum projection from storefront shall be 6”.

2)  Dimensional metal back-lit (“halo-effect”) letters or logo with height of 6” to 18”.  Each letter must be 

                      at least 1” but not more than 5” in thickness and must be projecting from the Licensee’s bulkhead surface

                      with 1” maximum spacers.

3)  Exposed neon tubes forming letters and/or logos at the discretion of the Licensor on an individual basis. 

                      Dimmer switches shall be attached to the sign transformers on all exposed neon tubes.  No exposed 

                      neon crossovers, raceways, ballast boxes, or transformer boxes will be permitted.

4)  Non-dimensional letters and/or logos applied or painted directly on the inside face of the glass storefront

                      area will be permitted as supplemental signs only.

5)  Supergraphic or relief treatments of large amounts of storefront area will be permitted only at the discretion 

                      of Licensor on an individual basis.

6)  Signage shall not exceed 5% of the area of Licensee’s storefront or 12 sq. ft. (whichever is greater). 

7)  Signage shall not exceed 2/3 of the width of Licensee’s demised Premises.
8) Boxed type signs are acceptable.

D.   Prohibited Signs



1)   Cabinet type signs.


2)  Vacuum-formed plastic luminous letters and/or logos.

3)  Blade Signs.

4)  Paper signs of any type.

5)  Artificial wood and wood grain plastic laminate.

6)  Animated components, flashing lights, or noise making signs of any type.           

      E.    Illumination



   All signage shall be adequately illuminated by Licensee, by such method as approved by Licensor.


 F.    Exterior Signage

             illumination level to be readily visible.  “Photo signage” shall be reviewed by Licensor.  No “supplier” signs or

             advertising shall be permitted.
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
