HOSPICE TREE OF LIFE

Every year, contributions are made to Hospice of Orange & Sullivan 
Counties, Inc. Tree of Life in honor or memory of a friend or loved one. 
That special person’s name is placed on an ornament of their choice and 
displayed on one of three 12-foot trees in the Galleria at Crystal for the 
duration of the holiday season. Their donation goes to help someone who 
is receiving Hospice end-of-life care or bereavement support services in 
Orange and Sullivan Counties. 

Each year, Galleria at Crystal Run partners with the YMCA of Middletown 
and the Town of Wallkill for their annual Kwanzaa Celebration. The 
community gathers for musical performances, poems, and teachings of the 
seven principles of Kwanzaa unity, self-determination, collective work and 
responsibility, cooperative economics, purpose, creativity and faith.



ANNUAL JOB FAIRS

The Town of Wallkill East Rotary Turkey Trot 5K Run at Galleria at 
Crystal Run has been a yearly tradition for many years. Their 11th 
Annual 5K was held on Thanksgiving morning. The funds collected 
from this fundraiser go towards charitable contributions that the 
rotary makes to local nonprofit organizations through out the year.

During the month of October, advocates and staff bring the Clothesline Project 
throughout Orange and Sullivan Counties in an effort to raise awareness about 
domestic violence and the services available to victims. The Galleria at Crystal 
Run serves as a location for the project each Columbus Day. Each t-shirt, 
designed by survivors of abuse or their loved ones in their honor, serves as a 
visual display and reminder of the prevalence and impact of domestic violence 
in our own community.

On Thursday, June 19th Galleria at Crystal Run, Town of Wallkill, 
Dogwood Acres and the YMCA of Middletown partnered to host their 
annual Juneteenth Jubilee Celebration. The afternoon included music by 
students of all ages, poetry and dances, raffles and giveaways, vendors 
and more!
