FIGHT AGAINST COVID-19

Since the start of the COVID-19 pandemic, Palisades Center has

proudly worked alongside the Rockland County Department of Health

to distribute valuable health information and masks, in addition to

hosting a series of free COVID-19 vaccination clinics.

“Palisades Center is a vital partner in our efforts to share health and
safety best practices and administer COVID-19 and flu shots to
residents and visitors. We must all do our part to prevent the spread
of COVID-19 and I thank the Palisades Center for welcoming us,” said
Commissioner of Health Dr. Patricia Schnabel Ruppert.

In 2021, the Rockland County Department of Health held eight

COVID-19 vaccination clinics at Palisades Center and administered 557

total shots.



Before COVID-19, mobile blood drives hosted by high schools, colleges,

businesses, and other organizations made up approximately 75% of the

region’s incoming blood supply. The number of blood drives dropped by

two-thirds due to COVID-19, resulting in dangerously low levels of the

region’s blood supply.

In 2021, Palisades Center provided the New York Blood Center with

space to conduct 11 drives that resulted in 206 collections, saving 618

lives.

“Palisades Center is one of our top community partners by accommodating

our urgent blood drives,” said Javier Jimenez, Account Manager for New

York Blood Center. “618 lives were saved from the generous donors that

participated in Palisades Center’s 2021 blood drives.”
